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LOTUS HETHEL SPRINT
SUNDAY 07 SEPTEMBER 2025
Supplementary Regulations

Borough 19 Motor Club will organise an Interclub Sprint co-promoted by Lotus Motor Club at Group
Lotus Test Track at Potash Lane, Hethel, near Wymondham, Norfolk, NR14 8E on Sunday 7 September
2025.

This meeting will be held under the National Competition Regulations of Motorsport UK, (incorporating
provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), these Supplementary Regulations and any
written instructions that the organising club may issue for the event.

Motorsport UK Permit Number Interclub: 203355

The event is open to all fully elected members of the organising and promoting clubs, invited
championship contenders, all members of clubs affiliated with the AEMC, ACSMC & ASEMC Regional
Associations and other Motorsport UK clubs may be invited to the event by the organisers including
but not limited to Midland Speed, Lotus on Track, Morgan and NHSC. Other clubs may be invited to the
event by the organisers in accordance with NCR (14.2.1.4).

All competitors must hold a valid club membership card, a competition licence valid for this event and if
applicable a championship registration card. Spot checks may be carried out by the Secretary of the
Meeting on the day for these.

Competitors wishing to collect a signature for upgrading their competition licence must use the
Upgrade Card (fully completed, with photograph attached).

Holders of competition licences issued by a national authority outside the UK will be accepted provided
authority is issued by the governing body of the country issuing the licence.

Note: RS National or Race National licences are required to be held by competitors

a) Competing in the National Sprint Championship

b) Driving a Racing or Sports Libre Cars of over 1100cc or equivalent forced induction, with the
exception of pre’ 1994 Formula Ford 1600 in compliance with the period Ford regulations. The
only exception to this is if the car is currently licensed for use on the public highway and
competes in the event in a road-legal condition. This is in accordance with (14.2.1.4).

Any competitor not signed on prior to the start time may be disqualified.
First timed runs start: As soon as practice finishes

The Course comprises 1 lap of the Circuit with left and right turns on a sealed tarmac surface, a length of
approx. 1.7 miles.

Please complete the online scrutineering and self-declaration included within the Competitor
Signing on process which will close at 12pm on 6 September 2025. In addition, all vehicles will
have physical scrutineering on the morning of the event. They will be examined at the circuit
and eligibility may be checked by the appointed eligibility scrutineer or by any member of the
Motorsport UK Technical Commission as listed within the Motorsport UK National Competition
Regulations. Any eligibility checks must be undertaken with only the scrutineer at the vehicle.

PLEASE MAKE SURE YOU PRESENT YOUR CARS FOR SCRUTINEERING AT THE APPOINTED TIME TO
ENSURE SCRUTINEERING IS COMPLETED ON SCHEDULE. FAILURE TO DO SO MAY RESULT IN EXCLUSION
FROM THE EVENT.

The event will consist of the classes detailed below:
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CATEGORY A. ROAD GOING SERIES PRODUCTION CARS (14.4.17-23) & ROAD GOING SPECIALIST
PRODUCTION CARS (14.4.17-23). EXCLUDING CARS IN APPENDIX 1:

1. ‘Standard Cars’ Up to 1600cc. — 2wd only, list 1A tyres, including Junior’s (2.1.9b) cars up
to 1400cc as per NCRs (14.2.1.9-11) and (14.4.13-16)

2. ‘Standard Cars’ Over 1600cc to 2000cc. — 2wd, list 1A tyres

(See Appendix 2 for specification of ‘Standard’)

Up to 1600cc — 2wd only, list 1A or 1B tyres

Over 1601cc to 2300cc — 2wd only, list 1A or 1B tyres

Over 2301cc — 2wd only, list 1A or 1B tyres

4wd — all engine capacities, list 1A or 1B tyres

Road Going Kit Type and Replica Cars (Examples are included in Appendix 1)

7. Upto 1800cc list 1A or 1B tyres but excluding all motorcycle engine

vehicles.

8.  Over 1800cc including motorcycle engine vehicles, list 1A or 1B tyres

Standard Production Electric Vehicles - list 1A or 1B tyres (7.11.1.9)

EV1 — Full Electric

EV2 - Hybrid

CATEGORY B. MODIFIED SERIES/ SPECIALIST PRODUCTION (14.4.24-30):

9. Upto 1400cc

10. Over 1400cc to 2000cc

11. Over 2000cc

Modified Kit Type and Replica Cars (Examples are included in Appendix 1)
12. Upto 2000cc

13. Over 2000cc and all motorcycle engine cars.

CATEGORY C. SPORTS LIBRE CARS (14.4.31):

14. Sport Libre Car engines up to 1800cc and motorcycle engine cars up to 1100cc

15. Sport Libre Car engines over 1800cc and motorcycle engine cars over 1100cc

19. Rallycross Cars up to 1600cc (Junior Rallycross competitors are not eligible to compete at this event)
20. Rallycross Cars over 1600cc

21. ‘Rally Cars’ conforming to (13.16 - 13.17)

CATEGORY D. RACING CARS (14.4.32-33):

16. Racing Cars up to 1100cc. And those Racing Cars conforming to ‘Formula Ford’
17. Racing Cars over 1100cc.

APPENDIX 1: Two-seater cars such as Caterham, Westfield, Sylva, Fisher and Lotus 7, Elise, Exige and
340R, Vauxhall 220, X-bow- and similar types/derivatives.

APPENDIX 2: ‘Standard Cars’ are as defined in (14.4.13-16) ‘Standard Car’ definition applies to those
cars made after 01/01/2000. Any replacement components must be standard/standard pattern parts.

NOTE 1: Engine capacity increase/decrease factors: a. Forced induction, an increase of 40%, except for
‘Standard Cars’ where an increase of 70% should be applied. b. Rotary engine cars, an increase of 50%
on the real capacity.

In the event of a dispute concerning the compliance of a vehicle with the regulations for the event the
onus will be on the competitor to prove the compliance to the organisers. Road going cars must be
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taxed, insured and MOT tested (where necessary) and road legal in all respects. Documentation must
be available if verification is requested or required by a Senior Official.
THE USE OF TRADE PLATES IS NOT PERMITTED

Timing will be activated by a light beam and competing vehicles will be required to be fitted with a
timing strut in accordance with NCR (14.4.11).

Competitors will have the opportunity of one practice run consisting of 1 lap, starting singly with up to 4
cars on the circuit at one time. Competitors will also be provided with the opportunity to walk the
course prior to 8.30am. Junior competitors will be given 3 observed laps prior to practice.

There is no designated practice start or tyre warming areas at this venue. The practicing of competing
cars outside the designated course area is strictly forbidden and may result in disqualification from the
event.

Drivers will be notified of the running order in the Final Instructions. Cars will be started singly from the
paddock gate, by traffic lights, with 4 cars on the track at one time. Because of the track layout at
Hethel and to ensure the safety of all associated with the event, the following starting procedure will be
adopted. Competing vehicles will be brought forward to the start line by one of the start marshals at
which time the driver must be entirely ready to start. When the traffic lights turn green the competitor
has a maximum of 5 seconds to commence their timed run. If the competing vehicle has not left the
start line within 5 seconds, the start marshal will display a red light to the competitor and the run will
be void. No re-runs will be awarded for this occurrence. Any competitor starting the run after the red
light has been shown will be disqualified from the event.

Cars will start singly with up to 4 cars on the track at one time. Each run will consist of 1 lap. Timing will
be by automatic timing equipment. Starting signal will be by the use of traffic lights. The finish will be
indicated by a chequered flag. Upon completing the run/practice indicated by a chequered flag,
competitors must slow and proceed back to the paddock.

Identification:

Identification will be by competition numbers on either side of the car which will be allocated
by the organisers, however, numbers will not be provided by the organisers (14.2.3.1 - 2).
Where a car is driven by two drivers, the numbers not in use must be removed or covered. If
this is not done, the timekeeper may not give a time.

No Overtaking:

Overtaking a non-stationary vehicle will not be permitted. If you are baulked by a slower driver or an
incident, a re-run may be claimed. Any competitor overtaking a non-stationary vehicle or ignoring a flag
marshal’s signal may be disqualified from the results. All re-runs must be claimed by the competitor in
person from the Clerk of the Course.

Marking and Penalties:

Competitors will be penalised by 5 seconds for any course cone struck. In the event of a competing car
failing to keep all four wheels on the designated course a penalty of ‘4 wheels off’ [4WO] will be
imposed and no time will be given for that run. Failure to follow the correct route [WR] will also result
in no time given. If, for any reason, a competing vehicle strikes the course timing equipment a time will
not be given for that run
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Only 3 flag signals may be used.

= Union Flag at the start if the start lights fail.
= Chequered Flag / Board at the Finish.
= Red Flag (14.3.1.10a)

If a Red Flag is displayed at a marshal’s post, immediately cease driving at racing speed and proceed
slowly, without overtaking, and with maximum caution return to the Paddock. Follow the marshals

instructions in the paddock if you are being directed for a rerun.

Competitors who ignore a red flag signal may be disqualified, have their licence endorsed and incur
licence penalty points in accordance with (2.2.1)

Competitors are reminded of the requirements of (7.2.4) (14.1.4.2), where, unless a car is currently
licensed for use on the public highway and is competing in the event in a road legal condition, a logbook
(CCLB) or Vehicle Passport (VP) will be required. Logbooks will not be available, issued or validated at
the events.

Any queries regarding times should be raised by competitors with the Secretary of the Meeting at the
Paddock Office. Competitors must not approach timekeepers directly and should any competitor query
a time directly with a timekeeper, they will be disqualified from the event.

All cars must comply with (7.8.2). The organisers reserve the right to noise test any competing car at
any time during the meeting.

A Motorsport UK Environmental Scrutineer will undertake the static test. If in their judgement a vehicle
exceeds the noise limits, they will fail this vehicle. THERE IS NO RIGHT TO APPEAL THIS DECISION.

Start Line Marshals — Judges of Fact for start line procedure.

Environmental Scrutineer — Judge of Fact for noise issues.

Course Marshals — Judges of Fact for course marker penalties, course violations and baulking.
Chief Timekeeper — Judge of Fact for timing matters.

We have been advised by Group Lotus that the use of cameras, on board video cameras and camera
phones for photography purposes is STRICTLY PROHIBITED. We would appreciate the co- operation of
all competitors and their support personnel to abide by the ruling to safeguard the venue for the
future. FAILURE TO COMPLY WILL MEAN AUTOMATIC DISQUALIFICAITON FROM THE EVENT AND
VENUE.

An Official photographer will be appointed, and photos made available to Competitors via Borough 19
MC.

Motorsport UK approved helmets, race overalls and balaclava are required to be worn by all drivers on
the circuit. See (9.0.3) & (9.0.4-9) Overalls and balaclavas (9.0.12.10) except for competitors in classes
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A1l and A2 (Standard production cars) where overalls are not mandatory but recommended. (9.0.5)
Helmets and (9.0.12.6) Gloves in accordance with (14.2.4). Also, if applicable Frontal Head Restraints in
accordance with (9.0.10.1) & (14.2.4)

Awards will be presented as follows:

FTD An Award
1°tin Class An Award
2" in Class (subject to 4 starters) An Award
3 in Place (subject to 7 starters) An Award
Best Junior An Award

No competitor may win more than one awards. All awards will be presented and must be
collected at the end of the meeting. No awards will be posted.

The maximum entry for Hethel events is 110. The organisers reserve the right to increase the maximum
entry, which will be notified in the Final Instructions or Official Bulletin. Reserves will only geta run if a
place becomes available in the original entry. The minimum entry is 50. Should any of the minimum
figures not be reached the organisers have the right to amalgamate the classes or cancel the meeting as
they see fit. Entries will be selected in order of receipt.

The entry list opens on Saturday 10" May and the closing date is Sunday 31t August 2025.

The entry fee is £130.00. All entries must be made via the Borough 19 Motor Club online entry system
which can be accessed by visiting Hethel Sprint - B19MC . Payments can be made through this system or
by BACS (Sort Code: 40-44-37 Account No: 81403575). Please ensure if paying by BACS you put your
name in the description so we can match it against your entry.

All entries will be held in abeyance until the entry fee has cleared into our account, at this point you will
receive a notice of acceptance from the entry system.

This is a paperless event; all the event administration will be done electronically.

Where a car is double driven both drivers must complete an entry form and nominate which driver is to
run first, to assist with the correct allocation of numbers.

Finals will be sent by email. Entry fees will be refunded if the Entry Secretary is notified by email of an
intention to withdraw not less than 72 hours before the start of the event. After this time refunds will
be made at the organizer’s discretion (and only if a reserve is available to take up the place) and will be
subject to an administration charge of £25.00.

Protests and appeals should be made in accordance with the relevant sections of the Motorsport UK
National Competition Regulations Chapter 2.

All other Motorsport UK NCRs apply as written except the following which are modified:
(14.2.5): A vehicle may be driven by more than one driver but not more than two

(14.3.1): A vehicle which leaves the track involuntarily or otherwise becomes stationary on the
track may not complete its timed run. If possible, the vehicle should be moved off track to a
safe place. No vehicle may return to the track until the run is completed and instructed to do
so by a marshal. A re-run will not be permitted.

Dogs are NOT allowed at Hethel.
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
